He suffered a debilitating stroke in 2006, and thereafter devoted
himself to his lifelong hobbies of smoking cigarettes, drinking coffee, reading
(notably science fiction of the 80s, 90s and 00s, especially enjoying Ian Banks
and Neal Stephenson), weaponry, marijuana, and intellectual conversation of
history, sociology, law and politics. He enjoyed regular Tuesdays get-togethers
with his mother until her death and then Tuesday lunches with his long time
friends “Uncle” Bill Green (deceased), Martha Rose Green, Danny Bronczyk,
Jeffrey Kramer, Jane Carriker and others.
